• The surrounding floodplains are home to a number of Delta specials –

species that are found in few other places on Earth: endangered wattled 

crane, slaty egret, pink-throated longclaw, and numerous others.

• Land and water activities (water-level dependent), include game drives, 

mokoro and boating, allowing guests to see all aspects of the Delta's wildlife 

makeup. During times of high water, Kwetsani guests boat to Hunda Island 

for game drives, complete with a picnic on a full-day excursion.
