As the pioneers in mountain gorilla conservation tourism in Rwanda,
Sabyinyo is Rwanda’s first-ever community owned lodge. It is operated
by Wilderness, but the ownership rests with the SACOLA community
trust. In partnership with the African Wildlife Foundation, and the
International Gorilla Conservation Program, SACOLA uses rentals and
community fees from the lodge to drive socio-economic and

conservation initiatives in the communities adjacent to the national park.
